Grant Applications Now Being Accepted for

Breast Health and/or Breast Cancer

Education, Treatment, Support, or Screening Projects

Nancy G. Brinker promised her dying sister, Susan G. Komen, she would do everything in her power to end breast cancer forever. In 1982, that promise became Susan G. Komen for the Cure and launched the global breast cancer movement. Today, Komen for the Cure is the world’s largest grassroots network of breast cancer survivors and activists fighting to save lives, empower people, ensure quality care for all and energize science to find the cures. Thanks to events like the Komen Race for the Cure, we have invested over $1 billion to fulfill our promise, becoming the largest source of nonprofit funds dedicated to the fight against breast cancer in the world. 

The Arkansas Affiliate of Susan G. Komen for the Cure—along with those who generously support us with their talent, time and resources—is working to better the lives of those facing breast cancer in our community. We join more than 100,000 breast cancer survivors and activists around the globe as part of the world’s largest and most progressive grassroots network fighting breast cancer. Through events like the Komen Arkansas Race for the Cure, we have invested over $8.5 million in local breast health and breast cancer awareness projects in 63 Arkansas counties. Up to 75 percent of all funds generated by the Komen Arkansas Affiliate stay in the state while the remaining revenue goes to the Susan G. Komen for the Cure Award and Research Grant Programs supporting research, awards and educational and scientific programs around the world. Since its establishment, the Arkansas Affiliate has raised more than raised $1.8 million to fund breast cancer research.  

The Arkansas Affiliate of Susan G. Komen for the Cure, Inc. is currently offering grants for innovative projects in the areas of breast health and breast cancer education, outreach, screening, and treatment support targeting services not otherwise available to the medically underserved population.  Grants are available for up to one (1) year.  This period coincides with our fiscal year, which is April 1, 2011 to March 31, 2012 for this grant cycle.
Important Note

Applications will be accepted for breast health or breast cancer screening, treatment, education, or support project in the listed Arkansas counties (see attached map). Projects should address the objectives outlined in the “Funding Priorities” below. All requests for science research funding should be directed to the Susan G. Komen for the Cure’s Award and Research Grant Program. More information on research funding is available at www.komen.org/grants.

Funding Priorities:  Through a community needs assessment, the Arkansas Affiliate of Susan G. Komen for the Cure has identified the following funding priorities for the current grant cycle:   
1. Maintain/enhance the quality of the education, outreach, screening and treatment support programs in the Affiliate service area.
2. Increase the number of breast health services and providers available in counties with no fixed mammography services (NFMS)*.
3. Expand education programs in counties with no fixed mammography services (NFMS)* that address the barriers to breast health and increase awareness that breast health services are available.
*The NFMS counties include Calhoun, Cleveland, Dallas, Franklin, Fulton Lee, Lincoln, Logan, Marion, Monroe, Montgomery, Nevada, Perry, Pike, Poinsett, Prairie, Scott, Searcy, Woodruff and Yell.
Application deadline is November 10, 2010.  Applications must be postmarked by this date to be accepted.
Guidelines and Instructions for Applicants

The purpose of this program is to address the breast health and breast cancer screening, treatment, and education needs of the Arkansas Affiliate Service Area.

Qualifications:  Applications are accepted from US nonprofit institutions, e.g. nonprofit organizations, educational institutions, government agencies, Indian tribes, etc.  US citizenship or residency is not required. Applications must be submitted in English. Applicant organizations must be providing services in the Arkansas Affiliate Service Area (map enclosed).  

Restrictions:
· Project must be specific to breast health and/or breast cancer; e.g. if a project is a combined breast and cervical cancer project, funding may only be requested for the breast cancer portion.

· Services must be provided in the Arkansas Affiliate service area.

· The Arkansas Affiliate does not fund indirect costs. 
· For Screening grant applications ONLY, the Breast and Cervical Cancer Control Program (BCCCP) reimbursement rates should be used. In Arkansas, the BCCCP is called BreastCare. If BreastCare reimbursement rates are not used, applicants MUST submit a justification for the higher rate.  If a justification is not submitted, Komen will not pay the higher rate. 
Failure to adhere to these guidelines will result in delayed processing or refusal of the application.
Review:  Applications received complete, and meeting compliance with these guidelines, will be submitted for grant review by a panel established through the local grants committee.

Education Materials: A variety of education materials are available from Komen for the Cure. Some items are targeted to special populations.  We recommend that Komen materials be used in the project whenever possible. A grantee number will be issued upon grant approval, to purchase these items at Affiliate prices.

Contracts:  A grant contract will be the legal mechanism for funding.

Grant period:  Grant period begins April 1, 2011 and will conclude on March 31, 2012.

Payment and Reporting:  The first payment will be made no later than thirty (30) days after receipt of the fully executed contract or on April 2, 2011, whichever is later. The first progress report is due October 31, 2010 at the end of the first six (6) months of the contract. A final report is due within forty-five (45) days of completion of the grant period on May 15, 2012.
Confirmation of receipt of application:  Confirmation of receipt of application will be mailed to the project director.  Please do not contact the Arkansas Affiliate of Komen for the Cure regarding the status of the application during the review period.

Announcement:  Announcement of grants awarded will be made at the mandatory Grant Awards Luncheon on April 2, 2011.  Project directors will be notified of the outcome of the review in writing after the final board decision in February 2011.   

Number of grants to be awarded:  Grant funds will be determined after the October 16, 2010 Susan G. Komen Arkansas Race for the Cure®.  We are estimating a minimum of $1 million to be granted during the 2011-2012 grant cycle. The actual number of grants awarded will depend on the amount of funding granted per project.

Applications must include the following parts in the order below:   
1. Cover Page (Must use Standard Form)
2. Abstract Page (Must use Standard Form)
3. Budget for requested funds (Must use Standard Form)

4. Budget justification (Must use Standard Form)

5. Description of the Grantee Organization (Not to exceed one typewritten page).

6. Project Description  (Not to exceed four typewritten pages) 

a. Brief explanation of project.

b. Statement of need/problem to be addressed.

c. Description of constituency to be served and how they will be benefited (please indicate number of women to be served).

d. Description of program goals and measurable objectives.

e. Description of activities planned to accomplish these goals. Is this a new or ongoing activity of your hospital or organization?

f. Timetable for accomplishing goals (Please note: six months reports are required).
g. Proposal for project evaluation.
h. Description of other organizations or entities, if any, participating in the Program. Letters of collaboration may be requested by the Affiliate at a later date; do not include them with your proposal.  
i. A review of comparable programs offered in this service area and an explanation of how this program is unique.
7. Resume for project director and attendant personnel listed in budget request (Must use Standard Form.  No more than one page per person).
8. Previous Komen Funding Form (Must use Standard Form) 

This applies ONLY to organizations that received a grant from the Arkansas Affiliate during the past three years.  Please submit the form only, do not attach past progress or final reports.    

9. Proof of non-profit status for applicant institution.
10. Proof of BCCCP participation (for screening/treatment grants only).
Note:  
There is no restriction on the number of projects that one organization may submit.  However, each project must have its own RFP.  
Applications must be submitted by the director of the project. Keep grant requests to the page limits as stated above. Excess pages will be removed prior to review.  All Applicants must submit the following:
1. One paper copy of the application with original signatures.

2. 15 paper copies of the original application 

Paper applications should be three hole punched and stapled in the upper left corner.  Please no spiral bound materials.  Fax copies will not be accepted.  

3. One electronic copy of the application 
The electronic copy can be saved on a CD and turned in with the paper copy or emailed to the Arkansas Missions Director (see contact information below).  You must use the following guidelines regarding the electronic copy of the application:

· Because there are several standard forms, your application should be saved in several parts. 
· You must submit your application in Microsoft Word and Excel format.  Adobe PDF’s will not be accepted.  If you do not have access to Microsoft Office, please contact the Arkansas Missions Director.
· You do not have to send electronic copies of the proof of non-profit status or the proof of BCCCP participation.  These items should still be included in the paper application.

Failure to adhere to these guidelines will result in delayed processing or refusal of the application.

Applications must be postmarked by November 10, 2010.
