Survivor Parking - On a first come-first served basis, parking will be available to Survivors in the Metropolitan National Bank parking garage.  Entry into the garage is on Spring Street, between the Capitol and 6th Street block. Survivors must be wearing their pink Survivor shirt or a pink Survivor Race bib.

Survivor Parade – NEW START LOCATION!!  9:30 a.m., Survivors will gather on the east side of 4th and Broadway and proceed north to the Robinson Center Auditorium (approximately 4 blocks). The Survivor Parade is an opportunity for all survivors to walk together in a show of solidarity in the fight against breast cancer! The parade will form at the corner of 4th and Broadway (between the stage and the Regions Bank building).  Survivors are encouraged to arrive early in order to receive “party favors.” A brief ceremony at the Race Stage, prior to the parade, will honor our survivors. Race teams, Three Miles of Men, families, friends and race participants are encouraged to remain after the Race to cheer on the survivors in the parade.
